So on campus, besides our language classes, our students have some opportunities to

interact with native Japanese speakers, or so we have lots of events. One major event is lunch

table. That is actually sponsored by MIT Japan, which actually is a program that sends a lot of

our students to Japan as internship. So together with MIT Japan program, we host a

Japanese lunch table once a week, so that students go to lunch table and then the native

speakers of Japanese, especially the Japanese Wives Club at MIT, they really support this

activity.
